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TICKET FAQ’s 
Q. Where can I purchase tickets for the festival? 

A. You can purchase Full Festival, All Screening, Day Passes, Premiere Party Passes and 
Oscar Party Passes online at www.missourifilm.org until February 20th, 2006.   All 
Screening and Day Passes will also be available at Juanita K. Hammons Box Office 
and during the festival at each venue.  Single event tickets will only be sold at each 

venue:  The Moxie Theatre, The Gillioz Theatre, MSU/Plaster Student Union, and The 
Creamery during the festival.   

Q. I purchased a single event ticket at The Moxie.  Can I use the ticket to see a movie   
at another location? 

A. No, each location will sell single event tickets exclusively for 
     their location. 

Q. Can I receive a discount on my ticket? 

A. Discounts are extended on the purchase of Single Event Tickets only.  Single Event 
Tickets will be $5.50 for MFAS Members, Seniors 60+, Students and Children Under 
12 (ID Required)  No other tickets are discounted.   

Q. I bought a single event ticket, but I have decided I want to upgrade.  Can I upgrade 

my ticket? 
A. Yes, you can turn your single event ticket into a Day Pass, Full Festival Pass or All 

Screening Pass by paying the difference between the cost of the single event pass 

and the Pass you desire. 
Q. Can I purchase a single event ticket before the festival begins? 
A. No, only Day Passes, Full Festival, All Screening, Premiere Party Passes and Oscar 

Party Passes can be purchased before the festival begins.  Single event tickets are 

only available during the days of the festival.   
Q. Can I get a refund on ticket purchases? 
A. All ticket sales are final and no refunds will be extended. 
Q. I cannot attend the festival, but I purchased advance tickets.  Can I give my tickets 

to someone else to use? 
A. Yes, if you are unable to attend the festival, but have purchased advance tickets, you 

can have someone else pick up your tickets to use at the festival. 

Q.  I purchased my tickets online.  Where do I pick them up? 
A. You can pick up your tickets at The Gillioz Theatre during the festival from 

Thursday-Saturday 10 am to 10:30 pm.

Ticket Costs: 
 
Single Event Pass: $7.50/show (adult), or $5.50 (children under 12, students with id’s, 
seniors over 60, MFAS members). Available at all venues. 
 
Day Pass: $22.50 (see as many films and forums as you want).  Available for 

Thursday/Friday (inclusive for both days), or Saturday. 
 

All Screening Pass:  $40 (see as many films and attend as many workshops as you want for 
the entire festival). 
 
All Festival Pass:  $60 (attend Wednesdays Premiere Party & Sunday’s Oscar party as well 
as all films and workshops).
